Lesnichenko Larisa S. School education in Velikiy Novgorod: a new look at old prob-

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Yashina Lydia S., Krasnoshchekova Irina Yu., Brazhnikova Elena S., Ivanova Svet-
lana G. Creation of an agricultural group «The green patrol» in a kindergarten

The article focuses on the creation of an agro-group called "Green Patrol" in a kin-
dergarten as an innovative approach to environmental education for preschoolers. The
article explores the idea of integrating agricultural practices into the educational pro-
cess, aiming to foster children's environmental awareness, practical skills in plant
care, and understanding of the value of nature. The article describes the stages of the
project's implementation, including the development of event plans, the distribution of
roles among participants, the provision of resources, and the involvement of parents
in educational activities.

Selyaeva Natalya A., Khoreva Natalya S. The role of students projects in the ed-
ucational process: integration into teaching practice

The article considers the project-based learning as a significant element of modern
pedagogical practice. The authors analyze its didactic capabilities, its impact on stu-
dents’ development, as well as the potential for using the results of project activities
in the educational process. The two-way benefits of the method are substantiated —
both for students and for teachers.

Bezhovets Vlada E. Regional component in sociology teaching in the context of
the digital turn: about one of the new projects — a quest in social studies

The article examines the potential of using the regional component in teaching
social studies in the context of digital transformation of education. The authors ana-
lyze the methodology of the educational photo quest "11 centuries of Russian state-
hood on the map of Veliky Novgorod", which integrates local history material into the
study of socio-political institutions through the digital environment (the social network
VKontakte) and urban space.

Kormanovskaya Irina R., Shanaeva Irina L. Grant from the Mayor of Veliky Nov-
gorod as a tool for developing the innovative potential of management teams in the
education system

The article analyzes the long-term experience of implementing the " Grant of the
Mayor of Veliky Novgorod in the Field of Education" contest as an effective model for
stimulating innovative activity in the municipal education system. The theoretical
foundations of the project, its role in activating managerial potential and creating an
open educational environment are considered. Using specific examples of winning pro-
Jjects, the mechanism for translating managerial ideas into practice that is significant
for the city's socio-economic development is demonstrated. The conclusion about the
feasibility of replicating this model in other municipalities is made.
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Competence development and meta-subjectivity

Malysheva Ksenia A., Nikonorova Svetlana E., Yurgenson Victoria N. Inte-
grated lesson in primary school as a means of forming meta-subject connections

The article presents a lesson plan for third-grade primary school students that
combines the subjects of "World Around Us" and "English". The main focus is on de-
veloping meta-subject connections, functional literacy, and practical skills. The lesson
is dedicated to introducing traditional Novgorod dishes, their names in English, and
organizing a meeting at a cafe. The objectives of the lesson are to activate previously
acquired knowledge, develop critical thinking skills, improve oral communication, and
enhance financial literacy. The lesson structure includes a motivational phase,
knowledge activation, the main part with information search tasks, integration of new
knowledge into the existing system, reflection, and homework. As a result, students
gain a comprehensive understanding of their native culture, learn to use a foreign
language in everyday life, and solve real-life problems.

Kostina Anastasia A. The development of 21st century competencies in preschool
children: neurophysiological foundations and pedagogical approaches

The article is devoted to the problem of purposeful development of the 21st century
competencies (4Cs, emotional intelligence, and personal potential) in preschool age.
The author has proven that the sensitive periods of brain development in children
aged 3-7 create a unique neurobiological basis for the formation of key future skills.

Kuzminova Lyudmila N. Didactic game in the system of ecological literacy for-
mation of preschool children

The article is devoted to topical issues of environmental education in preschool
age. The emphasis is on the formation of environmental literacy through the compo-
nents of knowledge, skills and values. The author analyzes the peculiarities of infor-
mation perception by children aged 3-7 and substantiates the effectiveness of didactic
games. It describes a practical lesson in a kindergarten preparatory group with ex-
amples of games for each component of literacy. The prospects for the development of
methods for the formation of environmental literacy, such as technology integration
and family involvement, are determined. The material is useful for preschool teachers
to organize a green week.

Orlova Vera A., Ivanova Ekaterina A., Aristova Tatiana I. Sand play therapy
and its positive impact on the development of emotional intelligence in preschool
children

The article is devoted to the study of the influence of sand play therapy on the
development of emotional intelligence in preschool children. The authors emphasize
the importance of revealing the emotional sphere of a child, mastering the language
of emotions and forming a positive experience of interacting with others. Special at-
tention is paid to creating a safe and supportive atmosphere that allows the child to
freely express their feelings and experiences.

Social and educational environment

Dovalter Tatiana I., Emelianova Natalia M., Sibirskaya Svetlana A. Spiritual
and moral education and upbringing of preschoolers

The article is devoted to topical issues of spiritual and moral education of pre-
schoolers in modern conditions. It emphasizes the importance of forming stable moral
guidelines in children, necessary for the full development of personality. A number of
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methods and forms of implementing spiritual and moral education are considered,
among which integration technologies, project activities, creative workshops, interac-
tion with family and society, as well as effective use of kindergarten space are high-
lighted. Special attention is paid to the development of integrated approaches, includ-
ing reading books, art and visual techniques, visiting museums and conducting ex-
cursions. An example of an effective approach is the implementation of the "Do Good"
project, which stimulates the development of morality and citizenship of children by
means of practical actions. Creative workshops allow you to unlock the inner potential
of children, developing aesthetic and communication skills. Thus, an integrated ap-
proach to spiritual and moral education creates the basis for the harmonious develop-
ment of personality and the social success of future generations.

Vasilyeva Svetlana N. "School through the eyes of children" - art comics tech-
nique in working with future first-graders

The article presents the technique of art comics as a tool to reduce anxiety and
increase motivation among future first graders. The author considers art comics as an
effective method of psychological support for children during the transition to school-
ing. The purpose of the technique is to allow children to express their vision of school
life, forming a positive attitude and strengthening trust in their new social status. The
use of art comics helps to reveal the individual preferences of children, the develop-
ment of creativity and communication skills. The study confirms the effectiveness of
the proposed approach, noting an improvement in learning motivation and a decrease
in anxiety among the participants of the experiment.

Babaeva Olga N., Kuznetsova Victoria Yu. Military museum in kindergarten

The article is devoted to the issue of applying museum pedagogy in kindergartens.
The author considers the method of familiarizing children with severe speech disor-
ders with the topic of the Great Patriotic War and Victory Day. Regional resources are
used as educational material. The article is addressed to specialists in preschool ed-
ucation.

Project activities in preschool education

Golubeva Olga A., Sazonova Ilona V. Introducing older preschool children to rus-
sian folklore through project activities in kindergarten

The article deals with the implementation of project activities in the child-adult
educational process in order to introduce older preschoolers to Russian folklore. It re-
veals how such activities contribute to the formation of cultural and historical con-
sciousness, strengthen intergenerational ties and increase interest in traditional cul-
tural values. The emphasis is placed on the advantages of the project approach, which
ensures the integration of various types of activities, the support of creative independ-
ence and the education of patriotism. Specific examples of projects implemented in
kindergarten are given, the ones which demonstrate how children are involved in ac-
tive creative activities, increasing the level of cognition, emotional perception and self-
esteem. The experience shows the success of this approach in the development of
children and their socialization, forming the foundations of national identity and read-
iness to be full-fledged citizens.

Babaeva Olga N., Yakimenko Natalia V., Krasnoborova Nadezhda A. A tale of
how fairy volunteers saved the Novgorod land

The article presents the unique experience of the kindergarten teaching staff in
the implementation of the comprehensive educational project "Take care of our region,
protect nature!". The project is based on the inclusion of regional components and is
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aimed at environmental education of preschoolers with speech disorders. The main
form of work was designing their own ecological fairy tale, which allowed them to
activate speech creativity, expand children's ideas about nature protection and arouse
interest in folk culture. Using special techniques and integrative classes, the authors
ensured that children were deeply immersed in the problem of environmental pollution
and suggested ways to solve it. The result of the project was staging of a play that
combined musical, dramatic and interactive elements, which created a powerful effect
of engagement and consolidated the skills of caring for nature. The material will be
useful for specialists in the field of preschool pedagogy and parents interested in the
environmental education of their children.

Dmitrievskaya Svetlana A., Babaeva Olga N., Zherdeva Natalia A. The mysteri-
ous world of the Falcon yard residents

The article is devoted to a short-term project of regional focus, «The mysterious
world of the Falcon yard residents». The project aims to foster environmental aware-
ness and love for nature among preschoolers through their exposure to animals and
rare bird species that require assistance due to injuries and challenges preventing
their return to the wild. The article describes the stages of preparing children for the
excursion, the event itself, and the subsequent creative activities. Special attention is
given to the educational aspect of the project, which focuses on fostering empathy and
a desire to care for nature.

Vasil’eva Svetlana Yu., Salunina Irina N., Holopova Nina A. My native land

The article presents recommendations on the organization of educational work
with preschoolers in the direction of patriotic education and local history. The authors
propose a unique approach of systematic introduction of children to the sights, culture
and history of the Novgorod region. Effective methods of forming a sense of belonging
to their small homeland among preschoolers are presented, ranging from geographical
associations to profound study of symbols, sights and historical facts related to Veliky
Novgorod. Game and visual techniques that make it easy to remember names and
facts, such as using maps, mnemotables, and legends, are described in detail. The
main focus is on getting to know the main historical heritage sites, such as the Nov-
gorod Kremlin, St. Sophia Cathedral and «The Millennium of Russia» Monument. The
proposed material is practice-oriented and recommended for preschool teachers.
